The Celebration: "The Bow-Tie Experience" will take place on Saturday, August 29th. Rather than
gathering at one, in-person event with 350+ attendees, we encourage supporters to host their
own "Black & White Gala" celebrations in your homes, businesses, favorite gathering spots, etc.
For example, if you were planning to attend the event with your friends, family or colleagues,
we encourage you to gather and bring the "Black & White Gala" celebration to you. Invite your
friends and family to a cocktail party at your home or business, encourage everyone to dress in
"Black & White" attire (cocktail or formal), and enjoy different "at home" festivities.

Live Broadcast: While the time of the “at home” events taking place are completely up to
each host, we will be featuring a live broadcast from 7 –8 p.m. the night of the celebration.
This broadcast will be streamed through the “Black & white Gala” Facebook page, event
website, and via YouTube. Anyone can tune in via these outlets. And if you have a “smart TV”
– you can log in through YouTube to watch the broadcast with all of your friends to create
a “watch party” feel. The broadcast will be professionally produced by our friends at BWPR.
The production will be approximately one hour with interviews and interactions from
community supporters, sponsors, survivors, caregivers, etc. It will also feature some pre-
recorded videos that are shared during this time. It will include a call to action for
viewers to donate through Fund the Mission and to support our digital silent auction via
mobile bidding.

Dates and Deadlines for partnership opportunities:

Exclusive Opportunities: Any partnership opportunities that include exclusive amenities are first
come first serve. Once a donor commits to a specific opportunity, that level is considered “sold out.”

Art Work For Programs: For any amenities that include branding opportunities for the event
program, the deadline will be August 7 to ensure appropriate branding is delivered.

Personalized video messages: For any amenities that include personalized video message
opportunities during the live broadcast, videos must be received by August 7.
